ATTENDANCE,  ABSENCES and TARDIES
- Daily attendance is very important because most of our work is done in the classroom.

-  Please be in your seats and working on the warm-up activity when the bell rings. The school tardy policy will be followed. 
ELECTRONIC DEVICES – out of sight out of sound per LSE policy. Devices are not allowed out in the classroom unless explicit permission is given for an academic purpose. Make sure your device is OFF, so there are no “surprises”.
ASSIGNMENTS AND MAKE-UP WORK

· Students are to be completing the warm-up activity when the tardy bell rings. Credit will be given at least every 2 weeks for this work. It is mandatory written work, complete Spanish sentences unless otherwise stated. 

· Homework is given a few times a week and it’s important to do it daily as well as study 15 minutes daily (even if there is no homework) Assignments must be completed before arriving in class.  Homework will be due when the bell rings at the beginning of class. Students are given 5 pass coupons at the beginning of the semester. In order to receive credit for a late assignment, the assignment must be completed and a late pass coupon attached. 
· Make-up work due to absences is the student's responsibility and must be completed within 2 days per LSE policy.  Please consult my website to find out what we did in class and ask a classmate for notes. Handouts are in the files by the door/or Maestra will have for you. http://wp.lps.org/bmullen/ If you are absent the day before a quiz or test, you will be expected to take it with the class. Absences of more than 2 days, consult with Maestra about a time to come in outside of class to make up.

CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR
- Students are expected to be courteous and show respect for each other and the teacher. 

- Please be prepared to listen and fully participate in class. No work from other classes, reading or “resting”.

- Every student is responsible for keeping their desk area clean. (No doodling on desks) Supplies, books used during class need   

   to be returned to appropriate places and students are to please remain in your desk until Maestra dismisses the class.

- Please take care of restroom and water needs on your way to class. Keep other requests to leave to a minimum as we do alot of our Spanish learning in class through activities. No passes out the first 10 minutes or last 10 of class. Only one person out at a time. Requests must be made in Spanish ( (see the card on the aqua board up front)…..don’t forget “la flauta…el permiso del baño” – hanging in the back of the room.
- PLAIN BOTTLED Water is allowed in class. Please do not bring any other candy, food or beverages. 

 GRADES 

  - Grades will be in 2 categories, Formative 20% and Summative 80%. 

  -Tests, speaking assessments, some writing projects, quizzes both grammar and vocabulary will be in the summative category.    

   Study and do the daily work as we go along. Retakes are not generally an option. If a retake opportunity is given, the student 
  must have completed all in-class and homework assignments on time, come in after school and do additional work with the  

  problem area, and then return after school for retake. Please talk with Maestra after class, if you have questions individually or 
  unique circumstances.

   -Daily homework, in class activities and weekly speaking points will be in the formative category. 

   - Students will need 5 speaking points a week in class which counts for 10 points. These are earned by speaking 

      Spanish to Maestra, answering questions in full sentences in Spanish using the current vocabulary, grammar forms 

      etc. Students must make up missed points due to absences in the week that they are missed. (come in after school with a 

   partner)
   -Students are given 5 latework slips a semester that can be attached to a late formative assignment (not speaking). No

      other latework for credit will be accepted. A completed late assignment with attached pass must be turned in before the Test 
     at the end of each Lección. (There are 2 Lecciónes in each Unit.)

Learning a language requires that you develop good study and review habits. Plan on studying 15 minutes daily, even if there isn’t a specific assignment. You are responsible for memorization of the current and previous vocabulary. Pop quizzes may be given from time to time.
