$1000 Shopping Spree – Best Buy

Open spreadsheet1000 from my website and save as Period#LastName_1000 to your Excel folder on Cobra. Click on this BestBuy link and begin shopping at their online store! Record the cost of each item and how many you’d like to buy (Quantity) on the $1000 Spreadsheet. Enter a formula in the Price column to figure the total price for each item (quantity * price). Use the AutoSum button to figure out the total of all of your purchases in the D17 (“Sub-total” cell). Watch the Total figure in D19. Don’t forget that the total cost of all the items (tax included) must fall between $995.00 and $1000.00 or you lose all the money. (You must buy at least 5 different items).

You can keep your spreadsheet open on the screen and your browser loaded with the Best Buy Web site. This will allow you to work more efficiently if you need to switch back and forth between the two programs to check new prices online or delete items that cost too much from your spreadsheet.
Here’s more good news! If you are able to spend EXACTLY $1000.00, tax included, you win an additional $500.00 "imaginary" cash to spend. Will YOU be the one? Good luck!
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
