LBJ and the Great Society    





LBJ was able as president to enact many of JFK’s ideas into reality, and also created many new ideas.

This set of accomplishments is known as the “Great Society”.
Many feel that its depth and breadth is more far reaching than the New Deal of the 1930’s.
It included five major areas: these might be called something else very similar, but you get the point!
-Civil Rights

-Social Welfare

-Education

-Housing and Urban Development

-Environment

-Other acts from the Great Society program, but not necessarily included in the five categories, include Tax Reduction Act of 1964, Immigration Act of 1965, and Appalachian Regional Development Act of 1965.
Your tasks: 
-You will individually research information on legislation from all five categories.  
-You will need to include information on three pieces of legislation for each of the five Great Society Program categories.  
-This needs to be done by EVERYONE by Thursday.  You will have lab time on Monday to do this.  
-DO YOUR OWN WORK!!  I will be checking for these notes at the start of class on Thursday.  
*Then on Thursday, in groups of 5, you will be presenting one of the categories for Great Society Legislation.  
*One of the things to discuss is who benefitted from each of the programs!  And, consider what LBJ’s political stance was: he was a New Deal liberal: what does that mean??  Each group should discuss these things along with their legislation.  

*You will be required to add one piece of legislation from your small groups for each of the five categories.  That means in the end, you will have four pieces of legislation for each of the 5 categories.
