Objective: Students will be able to demonstrate their knowledge of different aspects of America during the Civil War using images and text. 

Social Studies Standards: 

Analyze and interpret historical sources 

Identify and analyze primary documents, material artifacts and historic sites important in US history during the Civil War. 

Identify and analyze difficulties and cooperation among social groups and organizations from the beginning to the end of the Civil War. 
General Overview and Instructions: 

For our final unit of study, you, the students, will utilize primary and secondary sources to conduct research and learn about the Civil War. You will use this information to create “Tri-fold” that demonstrates your understanding of a specific topic relating to the United States during the year 1865, using a combination of images and text. 

Every Tri-Fold must contain a political map of the United States for 1865 showing the states belonging to the Union, the Border States that did not secede, the Confederate States of America, the territories that remained loyal to the Union, and the territories that were loyal to the Confederacy.  
The Tri-Fold must include your name, class period, and a title. Each primary source on the Tri-Fold must include a summary of the topic written or typed in your own words and pictures, charts, or graphs (with captions when necessary) to illustrate your topic. 

Each Tri-Fold must also contain at least eight “primary sources” researched by the student. These “primary sources” can be a journal entry or letter written from the perspective of a Civil War soldier or a woman traveling with the camp, a newspaper article reporting relevant news of the day, a poster or advertisement for an important event or item with a description, an obituary for an important historical figure, an interview with an important historical figure, etc. 

Tips for using “Primary Sources” 

Journal Entries and letters should accurately describe and react to an important event from the eyes of the person who witnessed it. They should be written from a 1st-person perspective. 

Newspaper Articles must completely describe an important event and include the 5 W’s and H (Who, what, where, when, why, and how). The article should have an attention getting headline and it should be clear to the reader whether it is written from a Northern or Southern perspective. 

Obituaries of Important People from the Civil War must contain accurate information about their accomplishments and contributions to the Civil War. It should also include information about how and when they died and why they will be missed. 

Interviews with Important People from the Civil War should include questions and answers about the person’s thoughts, ideas, feelings, and actions regarding the Civil War. The answers your write should reflect the information you found while conducting your research. 

Historical Photographs should have been taken during or right after the event.
YOUR TRI-FOLD MUST ANSWER THESE QUESTIONS WHEN CREATING IT: 

Who was involved?,  What happened?, Where did it happen?, When did it happen?, Why did it happen?,  and How did it happen?!
Tri-Fold Instructions

· 1 

Place your Tri-Fold board on a table, flat work surface. 
· 2 

Place your primary documents of the Civil War on the board. Arrange the pictures on the board so there is a minimum of a 4-inch gap between each picture. Examples of pictures/documents include Confederate and Union soldiers, Gettysburg, the Battle of Bull Run, the Battle of Shiloh, Stonewall Jackson, Harper's Ferry, the Battle of Fredricksville, the Battle of Chattanooga, journal entries, letters, newspaper articles, etc.

Look at the Civil war pictures you've laid out and determine whether there is enough room under or beside the picture to write the description of what is happening in the picture. Adjust the pictures to a new location if more room is needed.

Pick up one Civil War picture at a time. Cut the corners from the picture to create an oval or round shaped picture. Cut a wavy line around the four edges if desired. Glue the Civil War picture to a piece of dark blue construction
 paper for the Union and gray construction paper for the Confederate pictures. Cut a construction paper border by cutting 1/2-inch away from the picture. Put glue on the back of the construction paper and stick the framed picture to the Tri-Fold board in the desired location. Repeat the process with all pictures.

Write a description of what is happening in each picture directly under or to one side of the glued picture. Center the writing so the reader's eye is pulled to the correct picture when reading
 the description. Write the date at the beginning of the description. Refer to historical information on the Civil War to attain dates and accurate descriptions of the chosen Civil War pictures.
