1950’s Collage Assignment

Task:  To create a collage that encompasses life in the 1950’s in the United States.

Details:  You will use either magazines or your own artistic talents to create the collage.  The pictures should in some way represent life in the 1950’s.  Anything goes as far as what pictures you can put on your collage as long as you can successfully explain why it belongs there. (Example:  Cut out a picture of vacuum cleaner to represent gender roles and how most women did not work but instead stayed at home taking care of the family and house)

What to do:
1.  Use a “Super-Sized” Sheet of paper



2.  Create a title for your collage (i.e.  Mood of the 1950’s)



2.  Come up with and place 6 images on your paper



3.  Number the images 1-6

4.  On the back of the collage write an explanation of the image and what it represents toward life in the 1950’s.  A minimum three sentences per image.
Grading:  The collage is worth 20 points.  You will be graded on how well you were able to follow the directions (6 images with sufficient explanation, title, number images, etc).  You will turn your collage on Monday!
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
