Research Argentina…pull some of these into your story

1.  Popular sports/activities/dances

2.  Foods/Drinks

3.  Choose a city/town for your “location”.

4.  Choose a park near your city for a “field trip or activities”.

In your story of at least 12 pages you need to include:

1.  Choose a main character whom has had a remarkable change in health in the last year.

This person could be in competition with another person or it could be a story just about him/her.

2.  Chronologically tell the story. Start with one season (el invierno:   el diciembre, el enero, el febrero).   Make sure you name the season and months in the story.

3.  Write sentences with 15 Preterite verbs conjugated correctly  - please underline them.  You can use present tense verbs if you need that tense, but you will be graded on the 15 Preterite verbs. (if you fit these in your 12 page minimum this would be about one or two sentences per page.)

A sentence is at least 6 words.

4.  Use at least one vocab word from each of the SIX categories labeled in BLUE (see page 109)

underline each vocab word. 

5.  The title page and the whole story needs to be in Spanish.   Any words you use that we haven’t learned (aren’t in our Spanish text) include in a “glosario” page at the end of your book.

(por =  by your name)

6.  Think simple.  Try to use words you know.  Rethink the words if we don’t know it.  Is there another way to say it?  

7.   DON’T USE AN ONLINE TRANSLATOR!    This won’t help you develop your writing in Spanish and I always can pick these sentences out!   

8.  Share your book with a friend if you have time.   Have this friend read it back to you in English to make sure you conjugated correctly.
