Communications Assignment

Your assignment is to interview someone who has information you would like to know.  This person should be an adult you are not related to.    The purpose of this assignment is not only to give you the opportunity to practice listening and asking questions, but to begin to feel comfortable talking to people outside your peer group.  This will become an invaluable life skill as you begin to seek jobs, find information, and network with others who may help you at some point in your life.

Suggestions on interview topics might include someone with:


--an interesting or unusual job you might be interested in,


--an interesting hobby you want to learn more about,


--travel experience to a place you’d like to see,


--an interesting family tree or experience you’d like to know more about,


--knowledge about any topic you’re interested in!

People who might make good interviewees would include teachers, business owners, friends’ parents, residents at a Senior center, customers at a restaurant, community leaders, or friends of the family.  Your choices are endless!

Once you’ve chosen a subject and a topic, you will need to ask a MINIMUM of 10 open questions about the topic chosen.  An open question has no single right/wrong answer, it’s open to many different answers.  Examples:


What are your hobbies?


What do you like to do for fun?


What things do you have to do as part of your job?


Why did you decide to enter this career area?

You will need to listen to their responses and ask several additional followup questions, based on their response.  Don’t quit until you have a clear understanding of what they’re talking about!!!   Write some notes or record the conversation so you can remember what was said later.  You will need to make a brief oral report to the rest of the class about your conversation and what you learned.  You will also hand in a list of the questions you asked during the interview and the name of the person interviewed.
