Interviewing Project:

The culminating project for this unit will be to interview someone who was a teenager at a different time period than you.  You must first select a person who is at least 10 years older than you to interview.  This person:

· Can be a relative

· Parents of friends

· Teacher

· Other?

Once you decide on a person, you must then find out what four years they were in high school.  

Next, find out about that time particular time period to help you formulate questions.  Your questions should have them explore differences and similarities between your time in high school now, and their time in high school then.  To do so, you must find out everything you can about the time period, so you can ask appropriate questions.

Next, you need to formulate your questions for the interview.  You must make a list of at least 25 questions, as well as have possible follow-up questions planned out.  

Next, you will interview the person.  Please plan ahead, and have everything ready to go when you interview.  If you’re going to tape, please remember to ask first.  Please be polite, and take notes.  Also, DO NOT just give them the list of questions and ask them to fill out the page – that’s not an interview! Remember to thank them when you’re finished.

The next step is to analyze your findings and compare them to your time in high school now.  You will be taking your findings and putting them into a 3-5 minute speech, to be presented during our final.   Follow the same structure as all other speeches.  A sample list of points are:

1. Why this person, and other background information

2. Results of the interview

3. Your comparison of the person you interviewed to yourself.

These will be given the last regular class period before our final, as well as during the final.  After your speech, you will need to turn in your interview questions, the answers on a separate sheet of paper, and the notecard from your speech.

Come to class tomorrow with the name and graduation year of the person you plan on interviewing.
