Persuasive Public Speaking:

Purpose:  The main purpose of a persuasive speech is to motivate your audience to a form of action.  This speech also meets the requirements for passing the LPS Graduation Standard.  As such, I MUST keep an archive copy, so this speech will be taped.  Topics really can be anything that is persuasive in nature – ie, something you can argue about – although topics must be approved.  Once a topic is approved, it cannot be switched without approval. 


Time:


Minimum:
5 minutes


Maximum:
7 minutes


This includes a one-minute introduction.

Criteria for Evaluation:

1. Topic development

2. Organization, clarity, use of rhetorical devices, use of examples, argumentation.

3. Delivery (use of one notecard allowed)

4. Is it persuasive?

Technical Points:

* Transitions – let us know where you’re going (signposting)

* No visual aid this time.

* Avoid informative language ‑‑ WHY/HOW/WHAT.  Use MUST/SHOULD/NEED TO.  

* Delivery is important!  This isn’t a book report; standing there and reading isn’t going to cut it!  Remember, once your speech is written, you are only half way there!  Rehearsal time is incredibly important, and is often the difference between passing the standard and – well – not!

* Balance of ethos/pathos/logos needed.  

(Ethos = ethical appeal, including credibility, Pathos = emotional appeal, Logos = logical appeal

Minimum source citations:  5; at least one more recent than 8/1/09.  Must use more than just internet sources.  Sources must be cited while speaking, and must also appear on the bibliography.  Standard MLA form for typed bibliography must be used.

Points possible:  Speech – 100 pts, Notecard – 25 pts, Bibliography – 50 pts,  Outline – 50 pts


A good rule of thumb for pacing generally is 1 minute intro, 1 ½ minutes per point, and 30 second conclusion, for a total of 6 min.

Structure: (minimal – can use more claims/reasons as needed)
