Early Learning Abilities:


During the first stage of life, children undergo a greater change than they ever will again. In just 12 months, a helpless newborn becomes a whirlwind of energy and activity. Babies go from not being able to move, to crawling or walking. A newborn communicates only by crying, however social skills begin to appear. A newborn can hear, see, taste, smell, and feel. These abilities are the building blocks of learning. 
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Six Stages:


 The Sensorimotor period can be broken down into six shorter stages. At each stage, a baby has specific abilities.





Stage 1: Birth to 1 month


 Practices inborn reflexes





Stage 2: 1 to 4 months


 Combines two or more reflexes





Stage 3: 4 to 8 months


 Improves hand-eye coordination





Stage 4: 8 to 12 months


 Begins to solve problems





Stage 5: 12 to 18 months


 Finds hidden objects





Stage 6: 18 to 24 months


 Can think using symbols
